Morgan also ranks highly in Graduate degrees awarded to African-Americans. 
Morgan ranked #25 overall in master's degrees awarded, which includes 30th in 

Master's of Engineering. Furthermore, Morgan ranked #37 overall in Doctorate 

degrees awarded, ranking #10 in doctorates awarded to African Americans in
